When 

students have strong interpersonal skills, they are able to communicate clearly 

and respectfully when speaking with others and when advocating for 

themselves. A principle of the Wolf’s gift to learning involves knowing one’s history, 

generational roles, and responsibilities. Learners with this knowledge understand the 

interconnectedness of all aspects of life. In order to experience this, learners need to be 

blanketed by support from home, school, and community.
